Ffagen 15 a form-based application generating program that helps accelerate the
software development process. Tt can serve as a tool for building prototypes or real
application programs. Using Fagen, the application control structure can be represented
by a tree. The tree nedes are lorms (menu or dialog), whereas links indicate the control
flow. A menu consists of many selectable items that lead to other forms. This
corresponds to the branches from a node. A dialeg can be a leaf of the tree where
processing occurs.

The main purpose of the study was to find out what problems resulted from
unwanted pregnancy and to what degree private and public social services could meet the
needs of this type of women. In-depth interview was employed to collect the data from
women with unwanted pregnancy who ended the pregnancy, resulting in complicated
symptoms, as well as these who still wanted to remain pregnant and stayed temporarilv at
different shelters. Also interviewed were some officers and administrators of the agencies
providing aid to women with unwanied pregnancy. It was found that these women, both
these who ended their pregnancy und (hose who wanted to remain pregnant were also
faced with various difficultics. Sociul services were also inadequate. ‘The women who
stopped their pregnancy suffered the health problem, as they were unable to find a
standard abortion clime, [or abortion is illegal, Those who remained pregnant—willingly
or not—encountered social and economic problems. Both groups needed help and several
types of service, such as a pluce to stay during pregnancy and after delivery, assistance [or
everyday life, childcare and self-preparation to enter the society again. At present the
private sector and (he public sector (i.e., the Department of Public Welfare) cannot
provide enough sheliers for them,

The purposes of this rescarch were to study level of life satisfaction among 1,634
elderly in urban area of Suphanburi, to construct an appropriale path model for explaimng
causal relationships among the cuausal factors and life satisfaction and to classified direct
and indirect effects by survey method. The sample of 319 elderly was selected by two-
stages cluster sampling. The instrument on life satistaction was used the life satisfaction
index of Neugarten. The data collection method was interviewed and launched between
December 1, 1993 and January 15, 1994, The results were as follows.  The life
satisfaction of elderly was mostly appreciated and positively signiticant (p < 0.001)
related to sex. age, cducation level, marital status, mcome, [nancial satisfaction, relation
with family and [ricnds, health status and daily Tife activity variable. Factors providing
direct affect on  life satisfaction of elderly were marital status, {inuncial satisfactoon,
relation with family and (riends, health status and daily-life activity. Morcover, 1t was
revealed that age, income were direct and indirect affected on life satisTacton of elderly.

This documentary and field research was conducted with the purpose of analyzing
and comparing the structure of a province, the governor’s tesponsibibties and the
selection of governors in Thalland and in other countries, ic., the United States of
America, France and Japan. As well as it recommended governor development models
swifable for (he Thai society. The subjects were 1,090 people lrom different walks of hife.
Also, in-depth interview was carried out to gather the data lrom governors and experts. [t
was (ound that governors in the USA and Japun were clected while those in Thailand and
France were appointed. The US and the Japanese governors had power and
responsibilities than the counterparts. In Frunce, the Provincial Council controlled the
rovernors, so they had the least power. Besides, both Thar and French governors oflen

expericneed several prohlems and were not fully accepted by the public. In Thailand,
most subjects considered that the governor appoiniment system was not fair, causing
those with influential power but with poor koowledse and experience to become
governors easily. Une causal factor stemmed Trom the fact that the appointed governors
could become regular officers 1o any ministty.  Morcover, the snhiecte thought that the
governors had tho much wuthority and did not function well, Thase oovernors were also
snobbish, fmtwre governors should be elected. They could be males or females of more
than 30 years old and held ar least a Bachelor's degree.  They should have a good
knowledge and exponsace m administration and had worked lor the revernment before.
Especrally, people should be nermitted to control and chock the work of elected
governors. Inree important medels tor governor election included the following: (1)
governiors shonid be directly elected. (2) The president of the provincial administrative
orgamzation gains the posihunt by direct election. (3) The president of provineial
admimistrative orgamzation comes from indirect election.

The study investigated the social, economic and health impact of unemployment
as 3 resudt of sconamic recession since the foreign exclimen cystem was changed to the
manized float svstam on July 2, 1997, In-depth interview was conducted to collect the
data from two samiple groups: (1) the uncriploved workers and (2) persons as well as
olficers and admunistrators ol agencies concerned. 1t was found that there were both
negative and positive sitects. The aegative effects were, namely, inadequate income,
lending trom undergromnd finoncial sources, a poorer standard of living, school dropouts,
mcrease of cimes, honsehold conthets, engagement in sociaily undesirable occupalnons,
physwal and mental health problems, 2tc. The positive effects were thrift, increasing
work cfticlency, migrating back (o rural areas resniting in reducing the city crowds,
review ot economic development strategies by the government, forcing out foreign labor,
cooperation among honschold members and neople in the society. [t was recommended
that the problems of all levels of the society- -person, family, community and nation—be
solved.
